Day 2: Auckland (Gulf Harbour) 

Your first round of golf is at Gulf Harbour, former home of the NZ Open. The golf complex is located on 

the Whangaparoa Peninsula, a fifty minute drive north of Auckland. 

 

Day 3: Auckland - Taupo 

This morning you will travel south to Taupo, home of New Zealand’s largest lake. The afternoon will be 

free to relax or enjoy some of the many activities available in the region. The next two nights will be 

spent in Taupo. 

 

Day 4: Taupo (Kinloch) 

Today’s challenge is at the new Jack Nicklaus designed course at Kinloch. The afternoon will be free to 

enjoy the Taupo region. 
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Day 5: Taupo – Hawke’s Bay (Wairakei International)  
Wairakei International will provide this morning’s golfing challenge. Wairakei is undoubtedly one of 

New Zealand’s finest courses and rated by Golf Digest to be one of the best twenty courses in the world 

outside of the USA. Following golf you will take a relaxed drive to Hawke’s Bay. Located on the east 

coast and renowned for its warm and sunny climate, there are many activities on offer in the region 

including tours of several world class wineries. You will spend two nights in Hawke’s Bay. 

 

Day 6: Hawke’s Bay (Cape Kidnappers) 

Your next round of golf is at the magnificent Cape Kidnappers, rated consistently by golf publications as 

being one of the top fifty golf courses in the world. 

 
 

 

 

Day 7: Hawke’s Bay - Rotorua 

This morning you will travel to Rotorua. The rest of the day is optional. Golf is available at the very 

unique Arikikapakapa. Sightseeing options are endless with geysers and Maori villages topping the list. 

We recommend that you spend the evening at Mitai, a Maori cultural show where a traditional Maori 

dinner (hangi) will be served. You will spend the night in Rotorua.  

 

Day 8: Rotorua - Auckland 

At your convenience you will return to Auckland. The final night of the tour will be spent in the City of 

Sails. (You have the option of a twilight round of golf at Titirangi, the only Alister Mackenzie designed 

course in New Zealand) 

 

Day 9: Auckland (Departure Day)
